General Precautions: 
Sun Protection: Sunscreen should be applied before school. Please provide your child with a hat and wear light, 
loose clothing. 
Hydration access: Please provide your child with a water bottle. Pupils have continued daily access to drinking water 
in classes and refill stations are accessible.  
Adjustment of physical activities: Intensity of PE lessons and awareness of peak heat (11am to 3pm) will be 
considered by class teachers. 

Shaded Areas: Children will be encouraged to use shaded areas during outdoor sessions, break and lunchtimes. 

HEALTHY SCHOOL 
At High Street Primary, we encourage children to bring a healthy snack for break time. No processed foods. Items 
will be removed from children and returned at the end of the day. 

✅ Fruit or vegetables only – grapes must be cut in half before they are sent to school as these are a choking hazard.
